2. Our parade, is drug and alcohol free.
3. Entrants cannot represent any political event, political statement, political question, or in some way offend our parade viewers and therefore not permitted. All props must be
safe and not pose a risk to our participants or the parade spectators.
4. Registration is required for participation in the parade.
5. Colorful, innovative artistic expression is celebrated.
6. No fireworks, explosives, or other pyrotechnics.
7. For safety reasons, shoes are required in the parade, and we recommend you carry water in the parade and use sunblock.
8. We are a litter free event. Please help by picking up after yourself and your friends!  All entrants must bring a trash container or garbage bag to the Staging Area and dispose of it before or after the parade starts.
